The patterns of aggression, which are innate in every animal, are not automatically linked to hostile emotion or to destructive goals.

In carnivorous animals aggressive attack patterns against a prey for food is made without warning and with relatively little emotion on the part of the attacker.

A different mechanism is involved when the animal’s territory is evaded.  The animal gives a warning sound, (growl) to alert the intruder that his alarm is on.  If the intruder leaves the alarm goes off and the aggressive pattern is avoided.

If the intruder is larger and if it does not leave then a very different and defensive pattern is triggered.  The animal will stiffen, hair will stand on his back and it will hiss or snarl in attempt to discourage further intrusion or aggression onto its territory.

Anger and rage reactions are now triggered which overcome fear and which mobilize the body to sustain an attack.  Still this response is to discourage aggression or to defend against it, and does not have violence as it aim.

In humans anger and rage is perpetrated by angry thoughts, which build up and intensify over time without any additional stimulation.  Whereas in animals, aggressive emotions quickly die down unless they are being continually fed.  Anger and rage in humans are always the result of perceived attack, coupled with a sense of relative helplessness.

In animals rage and anger subside when the immediate threat is removed but humans will continue to nurse these feelings indefinitely and will fantasia opportunities of revenge long after the event which triggered these feelings, until the urge for violence, given the appropriate weapons becomes irresistible. Thus a pattern in nature, which is limited to defensive purposes in the face of imminent threat, becomes in humans a justification for unrestrained and premeditated violence. 

What may appear to an observer as senseless violence always makes sense to the perpetrator.  With rare exceptions violence is always premeditated and perceived as justifiable behavior.

Remember an external enemy is never as deadly as the enemy within.
