DOG’S HEARING

BAER means brainstem auditory evoked response.  This is used to measure hearing in dogs.  This procedure detects electrical activity in the inner ear and in the neural pathways that send sound information to the brain. 

A young human can hear sounds up to 20,000 Hz.  A dog is around 47, 00 to 65,000.  Dogs can hear higher frequencies better than lower ones.  This may explain why dogs show distress when you run a vacuum cleaner, motorized lawn mower and many power tools. Cats can hear sounds that are 5,000 to 10,000 Hz higher than dogs.

A recent application of the dog’s ability to hear high frequencies concern bats.  Vampire bats, which are common in some regions of Central and South America, guide their flight by using sonar that depends upon high-pitched screeches.  These sounds are at higher frequencies than cattle can hear, which means the bats can safely land on these animals and feed on their blood.  Vampire bats rarely attack dogs in these same regions, because the dogs can hear certain components of the bat’s shriek and therefore avoid them.  Vampire bats do not like to attack moving targets.  A new job proposed for dogs is standing guard on cattle herds and listening for bat sonar.  When they detect bats, the dogs could then sound a warning to start the cattle moving, which would save many animals from injury and infection.

The ear has a protective mechanism to help prevent injury from loud noises.  There are tiny muscles behind the eardrum that control the bones that transfer sounds into the inner ear.  The response of these muscles to a loud noise is called an acoustic reflex.

Dogs that have hearing problems are usually caused by old age or genetics.  Some of their hearing loss can be cause by events during their life. Hunting dogs, usually retrievers, have hearing loss at an earlier age then most other dogs due to the noise of the hunter’s gun.  It is interesting that some other environmental causes that damage a dogs hearing is certain chemicals.  Chemicals, such as solvents, paint thinners; glue or cleaning fluids usually get into the dog’s system through inhalation or contact with the skin.  Even some antibiotics given to dogs can have a negative effect on their hearing by concentrating in the fluids of the ear and damaging the mechanism in the ear used to detect sounds.

The major cause of hearing loss in humans and dogs is exposure to loud sounds.  The cochlea, a part of the ear, contains tiny hair cells that flex to register the arrival of sounds; these are colored hairs, however intense sounds can break these hairs or tear them out altogether.  Once these hairs are damaged the do not grow back and thus causes the loss of a fraction of hearing ability.

The genetic defect that produces deafness is closely linked with the genes that produce white, roan (a dark color coat that has been liberally sprinkled with white), a piebald (spotty, especially black and white) colors in dogs. (White hairs do not reflect sound thus deafness is the result) (Internet research)

Dogs have about 100 different facial expressions, most of them made with their ears. Unfortunately, the likes of bulldogs and pit bulls only have 10, due to their breeding. Therefore, these dogs easily get misinterpreted by other dogs and often get into fights.

The Principle of Effectiveness...

The principle of "effectiveness" is very simple. It goes something like this; 

"If it works, use it. If it doesn't, throw it out, and try something else that looks as if it might work". 

Some people continue, day after day, using the same ineffective training method, over and over, in the hope that sooner or later the dog will get the message. 

He's already got the message. And the message is that you are ineffective.
He's also got your number, and even if he does know what you want, he probably isn't about to give in to someone who is so easy to outsmart. 

It's important to be effective when you train. It's better to do nothing than to keep doing things that don't work. So how do you know if you're being effective or not? Easy. Watch your dog - he'll tell you. There is a no more straightforward creature than a dog. He won't lie to you. If he says he's going to bite you; ...watch out for the teeth. If he says you can be the boss; ...good. If he says he's scared to death of you; ...shame on you. 

Dogs with ineffective handlers are easy to spot. Typically, they go about doing their own thing; and not paying attention on what's on the other end of the leash; dragging their hapless owners over to the nearest fire hydrant or parked car; If your dog behaves like that; good news. A few minutes of effective" training will have you wondering if somebody switched dogs when you weren't looking. Effective training will transform your dog. You will see a definite change in his attitude. Instead of groping all over, and ignoring you, you will become the center of his focus. His demeanor will tell you that he now considers you worthy of attention. He will try harder to learn what it is you want him to do. And yes, when he discovers what is expected of him, he will actually do it. 

One last very important consideration: Effective does not mean harsh or brutal. It means understanding how a dog learns and applying all the principles of training adapted to your individual dog and the circumstances of the moment. If you haven't already done so, have a look at the other principles of training and the articles on how a dog learns.(Internet Research)

*AMENDMENT CHANGE

The TVKC Board of Directors has proposed an amendment to Article I Section 2 of the Constitution.  The proposal is to amend Article I Section 2 creating a family membership. The family membership would be as follows: Spouse/Children. This will include mother/father and their children. The family membership will be $30.The new family membership will take affect in 2009.

The amended section would read as follows:

Section 2.
Dues:  Regular membership dues shall be twenty dollars ($20) per year.  Junior membership dues shall be ten dollars ($10) per year.  Family membership shall be thirty dollars ($30) (spouse/children) per year. Dues shall be payable or before the first meeting of the calendar year.  For new members joining after the first of July, the dues shall be one half of the yearly fee.  No member whose dues are not paid for the current year may vote. If a member puts in 10 hours of work at the TVKC land, not necessarily all at one time, he/she will get a $10 reduction in their next year’s dues.  All work must be reported  (date, and hours) on a note board hanging in the club’s implement building. This reporting will be done on an honor system. All work must take place from January 1 to November 1 of each year.  At he beginning of the month of November, the secretary shall send notice of dues and the November elections.

Voting on this amendment will take place at the April meeting – April 16, 2008 @ 6:30 p.m. at the Geib Center. If you are unable to attend the meeting and wish to cast a vote, please send an absentee ballot to:
