PACK LEADER

In order to train you dog successfully, you must first learn to teach him on a canine level.  He cannot learn on a human level.  Your dog is first a canine (a group that includes wolves, coyotes, and dingoes), second a domestic dog, third a breed or mix of breeds, and fourth, your lovable pet.  By understanding these important distinctions, owners can improve their success in training their dog.  What makes a dog capable of following direction from a human being is the instinct to follow a pack leader.

How large a pack leadership problem you have with your dog is largely determined by two factors: (1) how dominant your dog’s personality is and (2) how assertive you are as an individual.  

You can avoid or overcome this problem if you are willing to make a dedicated effort to learn the proper techniques to gain leadership.  If you are incapable or unwilling to provide the leadership that the dog needs, do your dog a favor, find him a good home and buy yourself an aquarium.  If you learn to be firm and consistent as well as loving and fair, your dog will accept you as his pack leader.  The way your dog responds to you correlates directly with the way you interact with him.

More than anything else, proper obedience training will serve to strengthen the bond between you and your dog.  This is because a dog is much happier and more secure when he is treated as a canine rather than as a human.  Some of the most confused and unhappy dogs are those who are trained from an anthropomorphic, or human, point of view.  And their owners are some of the most frustrated people who have ever owned a dog.
