DON’T JUDGE YOU DOG BY THE LOOK ON HIS FACE

“The Guilty Look” owners often correct their dog based on the “guilty look” on the dog’s face, assuming he “knows” he was wrong.  The dog doesn’t know any more than he knows it is his birthday or Christmas.

If the dog is corrected for an action he did when you were not home he has no idea of what he did to make you upset.  Such as chewing up something or getting into the garbage.  What happens is you come home and find something he has done that upsets you you begin to correct or yell at him.  This is when he gets it in his mind; through you training (correction and yelling) what ever is on the floor or disrupted when you get home is what he pictures in his mind.  Then the next time you come home and things are array he gets the look of guilt on his face even though he may not have had anything to do with it.  (The cat did it).  Now you think he knows what he did because of the guilty look on his face.  The guilty look is not because he knows that he did something bad it is that the mess plus you coming home equals correction and yelling.  Remember dogs do not project thought into the future.  They have great memories.

The misrepresentation of canine behavior is the downfall of many dog owners and their unfortunate pets.  A person who has never taken a dog training course or read a good training manual containing information on canine behavior very often expects from his or her dog things that canines are unable to do.   Such a person may teach even those behaviors that the dog is capable of carrying out in a confusing and haphazard manner.  The unfortunate end results are slow learning and unreliable responses on the part of the dog.  Many poor dogs are then unjustly labeled spiteful, stupid, stubborn, and sometimes just plain bad.  The proper label is ignorant, and it belongs to the owner, not the dog.

On to the Senate: New taxes and demands for Ohio dog owners passes House May 28!

ALERT!! HB 446, the bill that doubles kennel license fees, bans rabies vaccination by owners, burdens military families and others who move into Ohio with a family pet, and requires all dogs to wear license tags unless in the owner's home, passed the Ohio House on May 28 and is headed for Senate hearings.
HB 446 is more than 100pages of new and amended regulations that overhauls Ohio animal control law. If approved as amended, HB 446 will
· ban the sale of unlicensed dogs, 

· mandate individual licenses for dogs in kennels, 

· prohibit owners from giving rabies vaccinations, 

· require new owners to license dogs within one business day of acquisition, 

· require new Ohio residents who own dogs to license them within one business day of moving into the state, 

· make it easy for someone who finds a stray dog or takes a dog from a neighbor to keep that dog simply by buying a license, and 

· mandate training for animal control officers.
