KARELIAN BEAR DOG

The exact orgins of the breed are not known, although it is related to the lesser-known Russo-European Liaka, but dogs of approximately this type accompanied the first settlers to Finland thousands of years ago.  Surviving as hunters, these settlers valued dogs big and bold enough to tackle predators like bears, wolves, and lynx, as welll as take down elk.  Although a popular dog right into the 20th century, the breed was drastically reduced in World war II, and all Karelians today are said to be traceable back to just 40 individuals.  Today it is once more bred across Europe and Scandinavia and even in North America.  Fearless and stubborn, it is not a good city or famiy dog, but is an excellent rural companion.
