Aggression has been one of the main problems that people surrendering their dogs to the local pound or shelter.  Even if the family decides to keep their dog they must understand the demand it will have on the entire family to try and rehabilitate their pet.

COMMITMENT:  This will make or break rehabilitating your dog.  You must think long and hard about the effort you will need to put into rehabilitation.  It will have its ups and downs, but ultimately it will be immensely satisfying when you start to see changes.  This can only happen if you are COMMITTED.  Dogs that bite will always have the potential to bite, and the work you do may just go towards managing the dog.  You must be completely realistic about what you are in for.  Let’s face it; it’s not the good time that makes us give up.  You must be objective as you can about the negative aspects.

It can be hard work to learn a new behavior or hard work managing the old.

Each animal’s body and brain have evolved to match its natural environment.  Not only have animals developed such useful physical features as speed, acute sense of smell, night vision and coloring. They also developed feeling that promotes survival and reproduction.

Every animal feels best in the environment his ancestors survived in. Each enjoys plenty of time in its Comfort Zone.

The Comfort Zone is one of the most important concepts in the care of animals.  Comfort is the mental state that occurs when no unpleasant feelings-or discomforts-are occurring. 

The Comfort Zone is a kind of early-warning system that a potential threat exists.  Whenever unpleasant feelings move your pet out of his Comfort Zone, he knows-actually, feels – that he must perform some action to return to a state of comfort.

The Comfort Zone is a mental place not a physical location.  It is created by the feelings in the conscious mind.  The mental place that the animals’ feelings form in their minds when they are in their adapted environments and relatively free from discomfort.

Animals view the world in different ways than we do.  They smell things we can’t smell; they see things we don’t see. And very often, they are rewarded in ways that we don’t perceive.

Rewards can often be difficult for humans to even guess at.  For example, when a dog is digging in the garden, it may not be out of boredom but because he likes the smell of the different things he digs up.

Always be aware that if your pet is performing some behavior that makes no sense to you, the behavior may be providing him with an unseen reward that is bringing him pleasure or lessening a discomfort – either one moving him toward pleasure and getting him into his Comfort Zone.
