Watch your thoughts, they become words.

Watch your words, they become actions. 

Watch your actions, they become habits.

Watch your habits, they become your character.

Watch your character, it becomes your destiny


Canine learning is based largely on repetition.  When a behavior is repeated enough times, dogs develop habits, or conditioned responses.  Dogs are creatures of habit but remember no conditioned response is infallible.  Mistakes can be and are made.  It is up to the creature with the most advanced brain to understand this and take it into consideration when training.

Most canines are capable of a thought process but unlike humans, canines are not capable of projecting thought into the future. A dog will learn to avoid doing a behavior if the action he is doing is unpleasant or do a behavior more often if the action is pleasant as he is doing it. Dogs have great memories.  A disagreeable experience in the past can have a strong influence on the dog’s behavior in the future.  On the other hand dogs will always choose what is most agreeable to them.  Even though something they are doing may be perceived by us to have a disagreeable result it is important to analyze their behavior.  If one thing they are doing is disagreeable to them but combined with several other things that are very agreeable they will continue to do the behavior.  Example:  A dog will continue to chase porcupines even after receiving pain from quills stuck in its nose, if the hunt, chase, and pounce behaviors are more agreeable to the dog than the quills in the nose are disagreeable.

Canines have many different types of personalities.  There are three basic components that make up every dog’s personality.  Think of the components as spectrums.  At the opposite ends of each spectrum are the extremes of personality traits.  In between are varying degrees of those traits.

The first component has to do with a dog’s confidence.  At one end is the extroverted dog, outgoing, the other end is the shy dog, fearful.  An extrovert may jump and become excited where a shy dog may run and hide.  As in any spectrum there are varying degrees of these traits.

The second component has to do with canine dominance.  At one end is the dominant dog and the other end is the very submissive dog.  The dominant dog will greet you straight on, tail high and ears tipped forward.  The shy dog will roll over on their backs and urinate submissively.  Different individuals exhibit varying degrees of dominance or submission.

The third component had to do with pain tolerance.  Some dogs are every insensitive to pain.  Other dogs are very sensitive to pain and will learn quickly to avoid situations that cause it.  One dog may swim in freezing water where the other dog refuses to go out on a frosty morn.  As with the other two components, may dogs’ pain tolerance falls between these two extremes.

Interestingly, the three personality components are independent of each other.  For example a shy dog does not necessarily have to be submissive and pain sensitive.  Size of the dog is not a factor either. 

Although many of these traits seem breed specific, there are degrees of these traits within every breed.  There are even differences within litters of specific breeds.  And there are also complete exceptions to the rule.  (Internet Research)
